Keeping our promise on the Common Fund
•	 Common Fund is the collective name for all the Parish Share we collect; 

it funds parochial ministry and mission in all parishes
•	 We promised increases in the Common Fund no greater  

than CPI inflation but we have listened to concerns about the  
impact that reducing membership figures have on parish share 
increases

•	 Parish share per regular worshipper capped to an inflationary 
increase of 1.1% linked to CPI, which represents a net decrease of2%

•	 We continue to work on a high assumed collection rate – thank you!

Realigning our resources
•	 We shall be carrying out a rigorous scrutiny and realignment of all central 

budgets
•	 The DBF are looking to make substantial savings of at least £750K across  

the whole organisation by 2022 

Continued investment in mission
•	 Increasing the number of ordinands, curates and ongoing investment in  

pioneer ministers
